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INTRODUCTION 

WebRatio Mobile Platform is a powerful development environment that 
supports business users and IT developers in building mobile applications that 
can be installed on mobile phones and tablets. Your mobile applications can 
work both offline, without the use of an internet connection; or online, 
synchronizing the information with an external system, which also can be 
developed with WebRatio Mobile Platform. 

Let’s review the main functionalities of this product release. 
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MAPS INTEGRATION 

See locations on a map 

You can now add maps to the mobile applications and allow users to see one or 
more locations placed on top of the map. You just need to use the dedicated 
“Map” view component in your mobile project and provide to the component 
the position of each location to be shown. You can see a modeling example in 
the following image. 

 

 
The behavior of the mobile application is to embed into the mobile screen a 
map showing a marker for each location provided to the view component. The 

marker can also show some information about the location (e.g., the address). 
You can see an example of the resulting screen in the following image.

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Open the map application 

You can now add to the mobile application a feature that allows the user to 
open the native map application and see a location or get directions from/to 
the location. You just need to use the dedicated “Map” operation in your 
mobile project and use the information provided by the “Map” operation to 
implement the desired feature. You can see a modeling example in the 
following image. 
 

 
 
The behavior of the mobile application is to open up the device’s maps 
application, letting the user see the directions to the desired location. When the 
user uses the back button, he or she goes back to the mobile application. You 
can see an example of a map containing the directions in the following image. 
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MAPS INTEGRATION

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CACHED DATA SERVICES 

The back-end application has been improved so that it is now possible to cache 
the results of a data service request. You can define if you want to use the 
cache both on the domain model and on a specific service class of the data 
service project. Caching the results of data service requests improves the back-
end application performances but also the user experience on the mobile 
application that synchronizes the information with the back-end application. 

 

 
 

CONTINUOUS BUILD INTEGRATION 

You can now configure a dedicated environment for continuous build 
integration. You just have to install WebRatio Mobile Platform and configure an 
Ant script that launches the generation of your mobile project. Here is an 
example of the Ant script:

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FIXED IN 8.3.3 

 Solved a problem regarding Style Projects containing reference to 
missing resources. Now projects are properly imported and the 
Layout.xml file is successfully updated. 

 Fixed the runtime behavior for blob fields belonging to Form 
Components defined in Mobile Projects. If the blob field is filled by 
uploading an image picked from the device gallery and its URL uses the 

"content" protocol (e.g. "content://media/external/images/media/83"), 
now the image preview is properly displayed in the blob field. 

 Fixed the behavior of a Selection Field with Split Output enabled in 

Mobile Apps. Now when the "No selection" value is chosen at runtime 
for the selection field, it is properly propagated out as empty field. 

 Fixed the behavior for a Class in DataService Projects when it is renamed. 
Now when a published Class is renamed in the Domain Model view, the 
corresponding item in the Outline View is properly updated with the new 
name. 

 Fixed the behavior when copying/pasting model element in Mobile 
Projects. Now when a View Component, having an incoming Navigation 
Flow starting from an Action Event, is copied and pasted in the same 
Screen, the Action Event and the involved Navigation Flow are not 
duplicated. 

 Fixed the generation process of Mobile Projects so that it completes 
succesfully event if the project contains a Detail Component showing a 
single blob attribute and having the "MobileDefault/Normal" layout 
template applied on it. 

 Fixed the runtime behavior for Mobile Projects containing blob fields 
sharing the same Screen when running on Android devices.  
Now when uploading different images (picked from the device gallery) 
for each blob field, every file is properly saved. 
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FIXED IN 8.3.2 

 
 Fixed the runtime behavior for a selection field belonging Form in a 

mobile project. When a selection field is reset to the "No selection" 
value, now the posted value is properly emptied. 

 Solved a problem that locked a mobile application on an Android device 
when the "Loading" message was still visible after an operation has 

finished.  

 Fixed the behavior for Map View Component in Mobile Projects when 
emulated on PC. Now maps are correctly displayed as expected.  

 Fixed the runtime behavior of a selection field of a Form in a Mobile 
Project. Now it is properly loaded with the values for the label and the 
output after the execution of a submit event.  

 Fixed a layout issue that prevented the user from seen correctly a list 
having only a BLOB attribute as display attributes. 

 Fixed the runtime behavior of the Contacts component used with the 
"Pick Contact" mode in mobile project. This component now properly 
retrieves the "Contact ID" attribute from the device address book. 

 Improved the Find Model Problem command. Now it's possible to see 
the actual progress and the problems computation is faster. 
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FIXED IN 8.3.1 

 
 Fixed the runtime behavior of the Restful Request Response Component 

in mobile applications when the Endpoint URL property is empty.  
Now, the component fails when no endpoint URL is provided. It's 
possible to check for this situation using the Find Model Problem 
command in the mobile project. 

 Improved the runtime behavior for the Restful Request Response service. 
When an attachment is present in the request of the RestFul Request 
Response Component now is posted to the server. 
An example of the form-data request is the follow:

 Fixed the behavior of the WebRatio Compare View when a Mobile 
Project is synchronized with the CVS repository. Now the binding 
information of Data Flow are correctly shown. 

 A proper error message is now displayed during the connection process 
if the mobile device is not using the same network used by the 
workstation. 

 Fixed the project generation process of data service projects so that the 
generation completes successfully event if the project has no database 
configured. 

 Improved the Find Model Problem command on mobile projects. Now, a 
check is performed also on the layout template references in the 
Component Configuration dialog so that missing references are reported 
as warnings. 

 Fixed the runtime behavior for selection fields with slots in Mobile 
Projects. Now when the selection field is preloaded through a Success 

Flow coming from an Action, it is properly updated with the passed data. 

 Fixed an issue that prevented the user from selecting the attributes when 
manual mapping the data services on a specific class. Now, the Server 
Class dialog opened from the Mapping tab of the Properties View shows 
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the proper list of attributes when, in the data service project, the user has 
selected All for the Attribute property. 

 When a class of the domain model is moved into an existing package 
using the Refactor > Move... command, the domain model tree in the 
outline view is now properly refreshed. 
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FIXED IN 8.3.0 

 Solved a problem occurring in the domain model of mobile projects. 
Now the error log view does not report an error when attempting to add 
an attribute to a class. 

 Improved the runtime behavior of the Switch component. The mobile 
application runtime now follows default success flow when in the model 
there is not a success flow for a specific case. 

 Solved a problem in the manual mapping of the domain model of mobile 
projects with the data services published in a data service project. The 
manual mapping dialog now correctly filters the list of attributes, 

showing only the one published in the corresponding class of the data 
service project. 

 Fixed the runtime behavior for the Selector component in mobile 
projects. This component now correctly filters the object instances when 
it has a boolean Attribute Condition with the "Ignore Case" property 
enabled. 

 A new property "Attachment Style" is now available on Response 
Component.  
Using this property when a blob file is passed through a JSON, it can be 
explicitly reported in the response body (if the attachment style is set to 
"Multi-Part"); otherwise, its URL is reported in the response. 

 Fixed the behavior for numbers displayed in mobile applications running 
on iOS devices. Strings containing more than 8 digits consecutively now 
are not managed by default as phone numbers. 

 A problem related to an attribute of a class named “Order” that caused 
a failure of data synchronization on the mobile application has been 
solved.
